This is a limited visual tool to 
understand how the last week of 

Yeshua’s earthly life was kept. 
Right now we can only  speculate 

for the year  - however -                               
the DAY Yeshua died was  

14 Nissan         a Wednesday. In 
Jewish terms it was the fourth 
day. That day is the only day of 

the week it could be on to line up 
with  

Scripture. 

For the year we do know this: 
that the Temple was destroyed in  

70 AD.  

This is what is recorded in the 
Talmud in Yoma 39b: 

.4 Our Rabbis taught: During the 
last forty years before the de-
struction of the Temple the lot 

[‘For the Lord’] did not come up in 
the right hand; nor did the crim-

son-coloured strap become white; 
nor did the westernmost light 

shine; and the doors of the Hekal 
would open by themselves, until 

R. Johanan b. Zakkai rebuked 
them, saying: Hekal, Hekal, why 
wilt thou be the alarmer thyself?

5 I know about thee that thou wilt 
be destroyed, for Zechariah ben 
Ido has already prophesied con-

cerning thee:6 Open thy doors, O 
Lebanon, that the fire may devour 

thy cedars.7 

And again in the Talmud 

— Shabbat 15a—it reads: 

 Forty years before the            
destruction of the Temple the 

Sanhedrin went into  exile 14  and 
took its seat in the trade halls.15 . 

Meaning the Sanhedrin—the 
supreme religious body of leaders 

who sat at the     Chamber of 
Hewn Stone  (in the Temple) 
were reduced to seats in the 

common market place (outside 
the Temple). What other       reli-
gious group would  admit to such 
defeat? Yet for the sake of truth 

this was written.
